Just wish more amenities were built sooner as promised when we bought the house 3 half years ago. Wish roads and pavements in parcels finished. We dont even have a road street name sign after all of this time!!!!

More info req’d on the new phases as they are being built.  Parents who use vehicles to drop off their children at the Sherford Vale school need a dedicated drop off area instead of blocking up Aries, Lynx Lanes & Indus Place.

Need to sort out the bin facility. I was attracted here due to the facilities and now all the bins in the front gardens look terrible. Sherford/South Hams need to use the bin stores and advise us. Very disappointing.



please listen to the residents and begin to provide everything that has been promised within the infrastructure of this town.   You have enticed young families and families with teeenagers, but provide no means of transport apart from one bus which goes in one direction and no shops or leisure facilities .... the for sale signs are appearing , do not spoilt what we currently have

Sherford is a positive place to live but there is a disparity in what is told to sell houses and the reality of things being delivered.     Communication of the next 12 months vision would help residents feel informed and valued as the town grows. 

Sherford is a wonderful place to live however it is extremely important that services such as a shop, a gym and other social spaces are prioritised in the ongoing building work rather than just continuing to build houses.

Sherford is starting to suffer from lack of maintenence of public areas, eg areas around bin stores, removal of weeds on pavements.  Also lack of enforcement of parking means access to smaller roads is becoming an issue.

Since moving our experience has not been great, still have lots of snags on the house (18 months) on facilities have not been delivered as promised. Covid has obviously had an impact but this excuse can not be used all the time. I am hoping that over the next 6 months I see a marked improvement so that I can be proud to say I live in Sherford the TOWN not the estate.

Some of the Social Housing residents can be unpleasant in the social areas and do not appear to respect their own housing or the local area. Would be nice if social housing companies vetted their residents to avoid those known for anti-social behaviour.

South Hams household waste collection needs to be addressed. I didn’t move to Sherford to have bins stored and collected from the front of people’s property, it looks horrendous and has the potential to become a real problem.

The consortium is taking too long to tarmac roads in Sherford. Double yellow lines should be going all the way down Hercules road, this road is a nightmare when people are parked along it especially for emergency services. Signs that have been put up does absolutely nothing. There should be a consortium hub for residents for feedback and information.

The shops and the measure centre need to start being built. 4 of my friends have ended up not looking into sherford as a potential new place to liv because the feeling is that the area is all smoke and mirrors, everyone on my street (Dorado) was told in the sales pitch that shops would be opening within a year and that the sports center would be being built. Rumours have it that none of this will happen for 4/5 years from now. So it seems it's just houses being built for cash and no actual services for the community

The South Hams part of Sherford is a poor relation to the Plymouth Council Side due to increase in litter and unsightly bins blocking pavements.  The town requires parking regulations and patrols pavement parking is a real issue for safety

The two things really missing in Sherford are shops and a pub.  When we were going through the process of buying our house in Sherford, we were lead to believe by the consortium that these was would be imminent.  We’ve been here nearly three years and still nothing.

There needs to be more information for the residents. There is a 'slopesy shoulder ' approach and the developers and consortium need to be held to account over their responsibilities.

There seems to be a significant amount of repetition in the survey, the subjects which matter most are hardly addressed. I.e. do you know who is your local ward councillor  If you have an issue, apart from your house, who can you approach  Who are the land trust, where are they, what do they do, have you raised a query or grant application, has a response been provided, are you happy.  Has the Sherford.org helpline been used in last 12 months, for what reason (community, house, other) how many times, was a response provided, are you happy with the service.  How are residents represented at various stakeholder groups and by who?  

We really love sherford is a great place to live but it would be great if The amenities started to happen as we’ve been living here since 2019 and we still can’t go and grab a pint of milk which I think is a bit rubbish. We as a family are little bit concerned about Sherford Vale as when we moved our children to Sherford Vale we were told the school was soon to be extended, now that was in summer 2019 and yet nothing has happened to extend the school we are getting more and more children but the school remains the same size I don’t know how long that’s sustainable for. Also we were told that when our youngest child was at secondary school age they would be able to attend Sherford secondary school now that won’t start being built until the primary school is extended so I’d really like to see things start moving along. Other than the curbs being ridiculously high and destroying our alloys lol we are very happy here! 







A selling point for buying the property was the use of the communal bins stores which took away the need to have to accommodate bins or containers. South Hams have decided to change this without consultation we were just told we now have to accommodate 5 additional rubbish storage containers. This is NOT what we were told when we purchased the property an quite frankly is a real pain ana number of residents are not happy but I guess that doesn’t mater they have our money and decisions are being made that effect the residents without any consultation or asking the people that actually live hears what they want

Can you please communicate with residents, we don’t follow the fb pages and feel we sometimes miss out.   Can you give time scales for the leisure centre, shops.   Can the children have a safe crossing. There are two entrances to the school, we are missing a crossing at the back ks2 entrance. 

Crime rates will increase if we don’t hurry to establish a sense of community and meeting places. Having only a park after 6 years into the project isn’t good enough! Need services urgently. Need bus route to Plympton! Need a bus shelter! Need a cycle path over deep lane junction! Leisure centre has been delayed too! Come on Sherford! 
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I think sherford as the potential to be a wonderful place to live, the buildings are beautiful, the community is very good ! If the street screen was maintained to a higher standard sherford would stand out as one of the best places to live in the southwest ! And more stricter guidelines for social housing that what’s in place now, these people are very lucky to live here in sherford but sadly abuse it in every way, house maintenance and behaviour!

I think the sales office promises all these facilities immediately and actually it’s never been delivered. Dog poo in the country park is disgusting.   Bin stores for Plymouth side are unorganised and now south hams side looks like a dumping ground with bins on footpaths. We personally bought here to live in a well maintained community.   Planting on footpaths is not thought about just dumped in.   Roads need to be finished now. As damaging cars.

People are becoming lay increasingly vocal about their concerns and gripes on social media which puts people off moving and will delay services further so we seem to be rapidly heading in to a bit of a viscous cycle.
